She moved to Nashville, 
Tennessee in 2002. While working full time in recruiting, she also founded a non-profit organization, Make 
Tennessee a Place that Really Cares, or MTPRC. The organization focused on improving the lives of animals 
through community outreach and education. Through MTPRC, Tam advocated to end Breed Specific 
Legislation and ban the chaining of dogs. 

More recently Tam worked in the corporate sector as the Director of Recruiting for a large billion-dollar global 
organization. In 2017, Tam relocated to Kansas City to join Great Plains SPCA as the Chief Operations 
Officer.
